Mail-In: Mail-in registrations are processed the day they are received in the 
mail.

The Vernon Parks and Recrea-
tion Department is NOT responsible for lost or untimely mail delivery.  Mail 
the registration form and payment to the Parks and Recreation Department. 
Walk-In: Walk-in registration will be accepted at the Parks and Recreation 
Department beginning March 7 at 12:00p.m. Walk-in registrations can be 
dropped off and will be processed after the daily mail-in registrations have 
been processed.

Payment Process 
Registration received BEFORE May 27, participants must pay for half of the 
cost of the camp to reserve their spot, the remainder of the balance is due by 
June 17 or your spots will be relinquished.  Payment plans  will ONLY be 
arranged for walk-in registration forms received on or before May 27.  There 
will be NO payment plans after May 27.  AFTER May 27, participants must 
pay for the entire cost of camp to reserve their spot. 

 

Forms Of Payment: Cash, Bank Checks, Personal Checks (payable to “Town 
of Vernon”), Money Orders, Visa or Mastercards are accepted.

Refunds/Transfer Policy 
Full refunds are only granted for medical reasons, upon receipt of a doctor’s 
note.  No refunds or transfers are made once a program has started.  There is a 
$5.00 charge for any transfer you make between programs.  If the Parks and 
Recreation Department cancels a program a full refund will be issued. 
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Summer School 
Partnership between the Board of Education and the Parks & Recreation De-
partment, provides the opportunity for children in grades K-5 to attend both 
summer school and summer camp simultaneously.  If your child is attending 
the Vernon Board of Education Summer School, a $10 discount will be given 
towards the Center 375 Camp as long as you are not receiving any other dis-
counts toward camp.  To register for Board of Education Summer School 
please call 860-870-6000.  Your child must be registered/enrolled for summer 
school prior to summer camp to receive the discount.  After classes end your 
child will be bussed back to Center 375 for the remainder of the Camp day.

Drop Off: Children can NOT be dropped off any earlier than the scheduled 
 camp start time. 
Pick Up: If picking your child up early, you must send a note to the counselor.  
 A child must have a note from a parent/guardian to be allowed to 
 walk home or ride their bike home.

 Please be sure to always have proper identification when picking up 
 your child.

Please 
 provide your child with suntan lotion.  Spray suntan lotion is highly 
 recommended, counselors are NOT able to apply lotion onto campers. 
Medication: Counselors and Directors are NOT permitted to dispense medica
 tions. If a camper needs to take medication while at camp, they must 
 administer it themselves.  
Behavior: Every camper must sign a camper contract. If a counselor is experi
 encing behavioral problems with a child, the parents will be notified 
 and the appropriate disciplinary actions will be taken. In the best inter
 est of your child, the Parks & Recreation Dept may discuss behavioral 
 problems and managing tactics with the Vernon Youth Service Bureau 
 and Vernon Board of Education.

This location features a swimming pool, multiple baseball fields 
for games, basketball courts and a playground with a spray pool.  A Free 
lunch program is offered at this site.  In the event of inclement weather, 
campers will be bussed to one of the towns elementary schools.  Limit is 80 
campers.  Campers are NOT eligible for the extended day program.  No Bus 
transportation is provided.  Please note this camp has longer camp hours. 
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CAMP NEWHOCA 
This camp is located at Newhoca Park which is on Middle Bolton Lake.  It is 
for campers ages 6-12 years old.  This camp features swimming in the lake, 
canoes & paddle boats, basketball courts, hiking, field games, an arts&crafts 
instructor, exciting theme days and much more!  This camp also has indoor 
facilities featuring an Arts and Crafts cabin, Game Room (with Foosball ta-
bles, Air Hockey, board games, etc), Rec Hall and an office.  During sessions 
2,4,6 and8, campers ages 10-12 are eligible to sign up for a sleepover at Camp 
Newhoca.  Camp Newhoca is known for their exciting themes.  Such themes 
include Survivor, Caribbean, Movie Star, Olympic and much more!

Campers play field games, go 
swimming and go on field trips twice a week.  Such field trips include Lake 
Compounce, Rope Courses, Bowling and much more.  Session 6 will include 
an overnight trip to Club Getaway in Kent, CT (brought back by popular de-
mand)  A Free lunch program is offered at this site.  In the event of inclem-
ent weather, campers will be bussed to one of the towns elementary schools.  
Limit is 30 campers.  Campers are NOT eligible for the extended day pro-
gram.  No Bus transportation is provided.  Please note this camp has longer 
camp hours. 
 

EXTENDED DAY 
This is an extension to the summer camp day that allows you to drop off your 
child as early as 7:30am and stay as late as 6:00pm in the evening.  Campers 
needing Extended Day for Camp Newhoca and Valley Falls will be lo-
cated at Valley Falls Park (in the event of inclement weather it is held at 
the Valley Falls Barn).  Camp Newhoca campers will be bussed to Newhoca 
Park.  Campers needing Extended Day for Center 375 and Kiddie Camp 
will be located at Center 375.  Please note, this program is NOT available 
for Henry Park campers and Teen campers as transportation is NOT 
provided to site.
