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Chairman Hurd called the public hearing to order at 7:35 PM at the Vernon Historical Society. Members present were
Hurd, Saucier and Nelson. Also present was Richard Quinn, applicant, who recused himself as a member of the LHPC.
No members of the public were present.

The legal notice as revised was published in the Reminder Press was published on October 3, 2013:

Request for Certificate of Appropriateness from Richard Quinn for revisions to porch plan previously approved to allow
construction of a raised stone patio at the door to the ell and a new walk to the driveway at the existing residence at 110
Main Street in the Talcottville Historic District, Vernon, Connecticut.

The application was reviewed. The approved plans called for a covered porch that would restrict the amount of natural
light. The proposal for the patio would be 12 x 7 feet with a height of 10-12 inches. The height would be just below the
siding and would be poured cement with slate on the top. One or two steps would be required. The walkway would be
brick. It was suggested and agreed that the size be increased to 13 x 8 feet to completely extend under both sets of
windows.

There being no comments from the public, the public hearing was closed at 7:50 PM.

The motion was made by Saucier, seconded by Nelson and unanimously approved to grant the certificate of
appropriateness as represented by written and oral presentation to Richard Quinn, 110 Main Street.

The public hearing was adjourned at 7:55 PM.
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
