Grant Award Success! Join us!  
The Friends of the Hockanum River Linear Park have a long 
history of successful grant awards for developing the trails and 
small parks along the Hockanum River. Since the Friends were 
organized in 1996, they have received fifteen grant awards total-
ing $494,000 for trail development and water quality protection.  

The successful development of the popular trail system along 
the river is the result of the dedicated work of Friends volunteers 

and the close collaboration with the Town Parks and Recreation 
Department.  The grants for trail development were funded by 
the federal Recreational Trails Program, through the Connecticut 
Department of Energy and Environmental Protection. 

The most recent award for trail work was received in 2012 for 
$175,000 to complete connections along the river with Ellington 
and Manchester trails.  This grant, currently in progress, includes 
funding for two structures, a bridge across the river near Wind-
sorville Rd, and a boardwalk near Pleasantview Drive.  The grant 
also includes funding for purchase of several conservation ease-
ments that are needed to complete some sections of the trails.  

The Friends also sponsor informative hikes along the river 
trail that provide the hiker with information on both the river’s 
eco-systems and the river’s history.  Trail guide George Arthur 
and wildlife biologist Jane Seymour have previously led well 
attended and interesting walks in the Dart Hill area.   

The broad goal of a linear park along a river is to create a protec-
tive greenway that enhances water quality and brings people back 
to the river.  Would you like to be a part of this river protection 
and trail planning work?  Do you like to make things happen?

Are you familiar with the non-profit 
Northern Ct. Land Trust organization 
serving Vernon, Ellington, Somers, 
Stafford, Enfield, and East Windsor?  
You should be, as they are watching out 
for opportunities to protect and 
preserve open spaces in your area, 
and for your enjoyment. 
Currently owning over 1400 acres total, 
there are 100 acres on 7 properties in 
Vernon, most of which are open to hiking
and enjoyment of nature and contiguous 
with other town or state open areas, 
such as Valley Falls, Eckers Pond behind 
Vernon Middle School, or the beautiful 

Talcott Ravine (see picture). 
Other properties are still used as working 
farmland. The entirely volunteer organi-
zation accepts gifts of land or other assets 
(which are tax deductible), raises funds 
for property acquisition, and sponsors 
hikes and other activities primarily 
associated with the outdoors and nature 
subjects.  The Trust is always looking for 
volunteers to help with efforts in those 
areas plus things like trail development 
and maintenance, public relations, 
program planning, and fundraising.  
Originally the Vernon Land Trust and 
the Four Town Land Trust, both of which 

started in 1987, the current organization 
was formed by the merger of these groups 
in 1997 to better serve their towns and 
residents.

Fishing/Hunting and Dog License Notice
Fishing season begins Saturday, April 18th. Resident inland 
waters fishing licenses for anyone 16 years of age or older who 
want to fish in ponds, lakes and streams are available in the 
Town Clerk’s Office for $28.00. Resident marine fishing licens-
es cost $10.00. Also available are All Waters Inland and Marine 
Fishing licenses for $32.00. The All Waters and Firearms License 
combination fee is available, for those who qualify, for $40.00. 
Senior citizens age 65 and older may get fishing licenses 
at no cost. 

New this year, all License, Hunting Permits and Sportsmen’s 
License Packages for residents ages 16-17 are discounted 50%. 
All licenses expire December 31st. Additional information is 
available at www.ct.gov/deep. 

Dog Licenses
Dog licenses will be available beginning June 1st in the Town 
Clerk’s Office. A neutered or spayed dog is $8.00 while an unneu-
tered or unspayed dog is $19.00. Beginning July 1st a $1.00 penalty 
fee will be charged for every month a resident is late in registering 
their dog.  Licenses can be mailed, if proof of a current rabies 
vaccination and spaying or neutering certificate, if applicable, 
along with a self-addressed stamped envelope and payment are 
mailed to the Town Clerk at 14 Park Place, Vernon, CT 06066. 
If you no longer have your dog, please inform us so that we may 
update our records.

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The Public Works Department provides a wide range of services. 
The Department is led by a Director, three Foremen, a Refuse/
Recycling Supervisor and a Vehicle and Equipment Maintenance 
Supervisor, who supervise 38 employees. An Administrative 
Secretary, Administrative Clerk and a Clerk Dispatcher staff the 
Public Works Office. One of the three foremen also serves as the 
Town Tree Warden who oversees problems and supervises the 
trimming, care and removal of town-owned trees.  

The maintenance and repair of approximately 125 miles of town-
owned roads, storm sewers on town-owned roads and rights-of-
way, refuse and recycling collection, operation of the Transfer 
Station, all traffic and street sign maintenance, snow plowing and 
ice removal, street sweeping and maintenance, and the general 
maintenance of 26 town-owned buildings and properties are 
just a few of the many priorities for which the Public Works 
Department is responsible. 
 
The Public Works Department also provides special services  
such as scheduled bulky/metal pickups, the spring sweeping 
program and fall leaf collection. The Hotline (860-870-3506) 
gives residents up-to-date information on services provided by 
the department.  A detailed listing of all services performed 
by the Department is available on the Town website.

In May, the Department will start on work included in the 
Six Year Road Bond. An updated listing of streets that will be 
worked on will be available on the website. Work will continue 
until October. The schedule may be modified due to weather 
conditions.  

The Town Transfer Station has been recently upgraded. New 
signage and expanded recycling opportunities are available. 
Many items are accepted for free and do not require a punch-
card or permit. A pamphlet outlining services offered is 
available during operating hours at the Transfer Station or 
at the Public Works Office at 375 Hartford Turnpike which 
is open weekdays from 7 am to 3:30 pm.

Water Pollution Control
Home owners that have septic systems should be aware of 
what truly should go down the drain or toilet. When the 
septic tank is pumped, the septic pumper will let the home 
owner know what condition the system is in and inform 
them what they found in the tank that will cause problems 
if not corrected. 

Grease and “flushable” wipes are the two major things that 
shouldn’t be there. The incentive for the home owner to stop 
this practice is to make the septic system last as long as 
possible (save money) and to prevent any problems that 
could occur (surprise backups). With a little care the septic 
system will live a long life and backups will never occur.

The same approach should be taken if you are connected 
to a municipal sewer. Just because it goes down the drain 
doesn’t mean it belongs there. Grease can coat pipes and 
eventually restrict or block flow. Most of the time this 
occurs in the house lateral before it reaches the collection 
system. If grease does travel that far, it can collect in large 
chunks. These chunks can break off from where they are 
formed and wreak havoc downstream. Flushable wipes can 
also collect in low flow areas of the collection system and 
create blockages. Separately or together, grease and wipes 
can travel to a pump station where they can clog a pump.  
This can cause a backup of sewage into unsuspecting homes.
Sounds like somebody else’s problem? Municipalities are 
struggling to control these issues and are spending 
manpower and capital to do so. They need your help! 

Remember the Golden Rule:
Only flush number one, number two and toilet paper.
Everything else goes in the trash - especially Grease 
and Wipes.

If it sounds too good to be true...

Welcome Thor!

The Vernon Police Department welcomed K9 Thor into 
the department in July 2014. Thor was partnered with Bryan 
Sembersky, a six year veteran of the department. Thor is a 16 
month old, 80 pound, male German Sheppard and Belgian 
Malinois mix. Thor was born and received training in Slovakia.  
Officer Sembersky and Thor began training as a team on Septem-
ber 8, 2014 at Castle’s K-9 Academy in Mechanicsburg Pennsyl-
vania.  Officer Sembersky and Thor completed an intense 4 week 
course and received a certification from the North American 
Police Work Dog Association at the conclusion. On December 
14, 2014 Officer Sembersky and Thor were also certified by the 
Connecticut Police Work Dog Association. Thor is certified in 

patrol work which includes tracking human scent, area searching, 
building searching, evidence/article recovery, obedience, criminal 
apprehension and handler protection. Thor is also trained and 
certified to detect drugs, including marijuana, cocaine, heroin 
and methamphetamine. Officer Sembersky and Thor train on a 
regular basis. They receive a minimum of 16 hours of dedicated 
K9 training a month.  
Officer Sembersky and Thor are assigned to the patrol division 
on the evening shift. They are responsible for covering a patrol 
district and providing K9 assistance throughout town. They are 
also on call to assist neighboring communities. Officer Sembersky 
and Thor have completed 55 K9 deployments since joining the 
force. The most notable deployment occurred on 10/28/14. At 
2338 hrs. a pizza delivery girl reported she was robbed at gun-
point by two males. Officer Sembersky and Thor responded 
and attempted to track the suspects. Thor tracked then to the 
front door of 21 Woodland St. The two suspects were later 
located hiding within 21 Woodland St. and arrested.  
When Thor is not working he resides with Officer Sembersky 
and his family. 

With the downturn in the economy and 
with many of our fellow citizens out of 
work, the police department has seen a 
rise in victims of internet fraud. People, 
out of work, desperate for an opportunity 
to turn things around, fall victim to inter-
net predators looking for the easy victim. 
These victims or “marks” in con man 
parlance simply answer a random email 
which promises work from home, become 
a mystery shopper or many of other 
attractive employment opportunities. The 
“marks” reply to the sender is met with 
promises of high income, easy work hours 
or other attractive benefits which lure the 
“mark” into the scheme. Once involved 
the financial danger rises dramatically!
Some of the schemes ask for banking 
information so the financial windfall can 
be deposited in their accounts, others 
depend on the “mark” cashing business 
checks sent to them and then forwarding 
monies to other “partners”. 

Either way you have just become a victim 
of financial fraud.
The schemes take on many appearances 
but work in a very similar fashion. 
Funds in the form of a business or bank 
cashiers check are sent to the “mark” with 
instructions to deposit the funds into the 
“marks” account. The funds are then to be 
drawn down to an amount less then the 
total deposit and forwarded to a partner 
usually out of the country using Western 
Union money orders. Several days later, 
the “mark” is informed that the check 
is a forgery and the “mark” is out the 
legitimate funds withdrawn from their 
account. Banks will not reimburse the 
victims for the withdrawn funds, nor is it 
possible for police to track the transaction 
once withdrawn at Western Union. 
How can you protect yourself?
