Passport 
application and renewal fees range from $15 to $140 and are based on the type of passport product and age of 
applicant (child or adult). There are additional fees for the execution of the documents and for passport photos. 
Payments must be made by check and made payable to the “U.S. Department of State.” No credit card or cash 
payments will be accepted.
